THE FORCE-DRAW CURVE IS THE KEY
by Norb Mullaney

| have always held that the best measure of tteefdraw characteristics of any bow involves thatpig of its force-draw curve. The
force-draw curve tells you everything you might wamknow about the bow except for one importairigh It doesn’t reveal anything
about the dynamic efficiency. You have to shoetlibw under controlled conditions and measureutgud in terms of the velocity of
arrows of a given weight in order to determinedieamic efficiency. But aside from that, the fdraw curve, and particularly its
shape, will reveal almost everything else you migant to know about your bow. It will tell you tieace height, the peak draw force,
the draw length, the let-off (if it has one), ahd tolding force. If it's a traditional bow it wilesignate the sweet spot in the draw, wh
it starts to stack, and how badly it stacks. Thepe of the curve will show whether the bow willdmeooth to draw or whether it will be
bear to pull to full draw. The area under the éadraw curve will provide the stored energy andehergy —storing efficiency, and the |
down curve will give an indication of the frictiolasses in the bow. Truly, if you learn to readiainderstand the force-draw curve yo|
have taken a major step in understanding the irapbtharacteristics of the bow.

I've been plotting and analyzing force-draw cursgxe about 1960. It's what first impressed minhe potential of the compound bdw

and what could be done to the force-draw curve thighprinciple of compounding. | built my firstropound in 1967 and marveled at
what could be done with those two little eccentetthe ends of the limbs. Quite recently | testdmbw that prompted me to write aboy
the force-draw curves and what they revealed athismibow and the comparative ease of drawing it.

In the days of round eccentrics | could draw 60#as without too much difficulty. As cams with rearadical shapes and higher enerS'
storing characteristics became prevalent, | hufaed number of years with a 57-pound peak draweorOver the years that was adju
to 55-pounds and then to 53-pounds as bows becameefficient in storing energy and | became a years older. | always found it
easier to draw compounds that peaked early (ar@é6nd 16-inches draw) and then tapered off a pauridio before let-off began. | rec

ognized that a small amount of stored energy wstsihothis manner but the smoothness and ease afrtw was of greater importance fo
me. | would select my bows for hunting with thisacacteristic in mind and | was encouraged to doysseveral hours on stand on a cqld

morning.

Since this is a very personal and subjective peafee | wasn't certain that everyone would expeeéethe same reaction | had to bows
with a long and constant dwell. | realize thaal/é made a point of commenting on my fondnesshitapered dwell while reviewing

several bows. | recently tested a bow with anaoptf “fast cam” or “smooth draw” which made me maonvinced than ever that my
analysis of what makes a smooth draw is verifidte and not just personal idiosyncrasy or musaleuce. In my tests | set up the bow
for both options;

first with the “fast module” and long dwell, ancethwith the “smooth draw” module with a decidedipered dwell. The peak draw forde

was attained on the main track of the cam whiledtivell was controlled by the module. The peak re@shed at 16-inches draw and t
module took control at 17 1/2-inches draw. Tlsslof stored energy was 4.8-foot-pounds and thiadR¥elocity dropped 6,7 feet per

second, but the change in the ease of drawingdhe Was substantial. The peak draw weight remaimethanged, but the bow was sig
nificantly easier to draw. In one case | was Uméb get the bow to full draw, but changing thedules made the bow a pleasure to sh

I’'m convinced now that my personal preference ismizersal fact for most archers. An early peatt atlapered dwell make a bow easigr

to draw — and it doesn’t cost a great deal of perémce. This is something you can tell by lookat¢he shape of the force-draw curve.

Four items are particulattysative to 95 percent
of nuisance bears in our area: garbage, bird fpetfood, and barbeques. If you take responsilditythese items, you
greatly reduce your chances of attracting hungarde

Nuisance bear recommendations

Home and cabin owners

* Don't feed birds. Don't feed birds, deer, squistewildlife during times when conditions are rifoe nuisance bears. It is
very difficult to attract birds without attractirmgears.

* Eliminate attractant(s). The best long-term soluto minimizing bear damage, nuisance activity potentially harmful
human-bear interactions is to eliminate attracteféep garbage cans and bags, pet food, and barlgeitjs in a secure
building or structure. Don't put garbage out thghtibefore pick-up. Feed pets in a bear-proof looafut grill back in stora-
age after each use.

* Take corrective action. As soon as you see ba@€oming around or experience damage, take a®iomt assume it will
happen only once. Secure the area each and ety ni

* Don’t wait for bear problems to go away. Remowabfoods (attractants) now. If you ignore theatitan, you will train
generation after generation of bears to check goem out whenever there is a food shortage. Beas éxcellent memories
for food sources.

* Work cooperatively with your neighbors. One ndigh can make life miserable for the entire neighbod by not taking
responsibility for preventing problems with bears.

Resorts, campgrounds and fish camps

* Dump garbage daily into central bear—proof gagbdgmpsters/bins/containers.

Use the dumpster locks when you have known nuisacibéty or nuisance bear conditions. They araia pbut they do
work. Replace dumpsters that do not have a furatiomcking system or do not use that dumpster wiesars are hanging
around.

* Fence the centralized garbage site.

If lock downs are not effective, use a fence. ttheaper, in the long run, to be pro-active thapit& up garbage scattered by
bears year after year.

* Educate your clients.

Posting “Nuisance Bear Notice” signs when condgiare ripe for bear problems (i.e. early spring latel summer) will help
you and your staff reduce nuisance bear activityiad your business in the long run. Also, educhte-goming clients. Sim-
ple “camp bear rules” work.

* Erect an electric fence around your vegetablelgarbeehives or fruit trees. An electric fence lvamm simple, cost-efficient
