MBI has been talking with Minnesota State Archess@éciation
(MSAA) for the last few months about a possible geetbetween
the two groups. MBI felt that it could stand tdrgaeeded re-
sources by merging with MSAA. Likewise, MBI thoughcould
offer some additional support to MSAA with regaodts involve-
ment with legislative issues affecting bowhunting.

Sales Reach 34,000

“According to newly released statistics by the Nl Shooting
Sports Foundation, the sale of apprentice huntegmées in six
states brought nearly 34,000 new hunters intoiéte during
2006. Florida, lllinois, Michigan, Minnesota, Missippi and
Ohio began offering the new licenses last yeawotalys and othe
newcomers under the guidance and support of theities
Afield” initiative created by the NSSF, National M/iTurkey
Federation and U.S. Sportsmen’s Alliance.

According to industry estimates, if these 34,00@ henters
choose to continue hunting they will spend an ayet more
than $10 million in the coming year on hunting-tethequipment
and more than $550 million during their lifetimes.

With the support of the “Families Afield” initiatey 12 states have

now adopted laws that help give youths and othexcomers
more opportunities to hunt and shoot with familymhers,
friends and mentors.”

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Gray Wolves Recover, Delisted In Western Great Lake s Area
Final rule published today; becomes effective March 12

After decades of work by states, tribes, consesmagroups and the federal government to reversdebkne toward extinction of the
gray wolf, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service hagaimined the species in the western Great Lakgsrrés recovered, and the ageng
has removed gray wolves in this region from pradectinder the federal Endangered Species Act.

The final rule delisting gray wolves in the West&reat Lakes area appears in today’s Federal Registl becomes effective on Mar
12, 2007.

“Wolves are back in this part of the country bessaa broad spectrum of people approached the taskavery as a common goal, arf
every partner played a part in achieving this ss&¢eaid Robyn Thorson, the Service’s Midwest Begi Director. “The states of
Michigan, Minnesota and Wisconsin, members of &jleenumber of conservation organizations, anditteens of these states are to
commended -- all are authors of this historic coraén success story.”

Thorson pointed to a variety of efforts that led@oovery of the wolf in the western Great Lakas|uding protection under the Endar
gered Species Act and increased public knowledgleeofiray wolf and its role in the ecosystem.

In addition to efforts by the states and tribesesa national conservation organizations like htaional Wildlife Federation and De-

fenders of Wildlife have played crucial roles i tBervice's wolf recovery programs. Equally impatr&e a number of Midwest orga
zations devoted entirely, or primarily, to wolf amvation, including the International Wolf Cenagid the Wildlife Science Center in
Minnesota, and the Timber Wolf Alliance and Timb¥olf Information Network in Wisconsin.

“ The removal of these wolves from the endangepatties list ends federal direction of the recoedfgrt,” said Thorson. “With robus|
wolf populations and sound management plans ireglathe three states, the effort to save the gaf/from extinction enters a new
phase, with states and tribes assuming lead regildpdor the future of the species. We have tdrthe corner and moved beyond W
recovery to the new challenge of long-term wolf egement.”

Until the rule becomes effective on March 12, grejves remain federally classified and protectedradangered, except in Minneso
where they are threatened. The Service’'s removiileogray wolf from the endangered and threatepediss list applies to the Weste
Great Lakes Distinct Population Segment. This arelades the states of Minnesota, Wisconsin anchigan as well as parts of North
Dakota, South Dakota, lowa, lllinois, Indiana anki® The DPS includes all the areas currently ommlipy wolf packs in Minnesota,
Michigan, and Wisconsin, as well as nearby aredlsare states in which wolf packs may become éskaddl in the future. The DPS
also includes surrounding areas into which wolvay disperse but are not likely to establish packs.

Rebounding from a few hundred wolves in Minnesnotthe 1970s when listed as endangered, the regipayswolf population now
numbers about 4,000 and occupies large portiogistonsin, Michigan and Minnesota. Wolf numberghia three states have ex-
ceeded the numerical recovery criteria establishélde species’ Recovery Plan for several yearMilmesota, the population is esti-
mated at 3,020. The estimated wolf population is&vhsin is 465, and about 434 wolves are beliewéthiabit Michigan’s Upper Pen|
insula, with an additional 30 wolves on Isle Royale

The Recovery Plan for the Eastern Timber Wolf disthabd criteria to identify the point at which wel/would no longer be threatene
with extinction in the eastern United States. Toiexe this recovery, the plan called for maintagnamd expanding the Minnesota wo
population and establishing at least one other g/ population in the Eastern U.S. The secondytaton could be totally isolated
from the Minnesota wolf population, or it could &djacent to it, as is the case with the Wisconsichldan population that has devel-
oped during the last three decades. The Wisconsihilyan wolf population resulted from the naturavements of Minnesota wolves
into these states, and to a lesser extent, fronadian wolves moving into the eastern Upper PeninstiMichigan.

The final rule removing the Western Great Lakey gvalf from the endangered and threatened speisiesulminates a process during

which the Service published a proposed rule testejathered public input during a 90-day commemiogl and a series of public heal
ings, conducted a peer review of the proposal,aralyzed comments and new information.

The Michigan, Minnesota, and Wisconsin Departmehtsatural Resources have developed plans to guidemanagement actions in

the future. The Service reviewed these plans andddhey established a sufficient basis for longaterolf management. Issues such
protective regulations, control of problem animalgssible hunting and trapping seasons, as wédingsterm health of the wolf populg
tion, will be governed by the appropriate statéribe.

Earlier this month, USA Today highlighted sevemais that have kicked off bowhunts, including tbkofwing:

Fort Smith and Barling, Arkansas lifted hunting bamd established a bowhunt in a 7,200-acre as¢di¢l in both towns. The hunt was
instituted when factors indicated that the overalaum deer herd might starve. It will also help m&lthe risk of the animals roaming into the

area as it fills with new homes and businesses.

Two public parks in Kansas City, Missouri held pitmwhunts in 2006. Forty-one deer were taken fiaten November to Dec. 10. The City
Council authorized the hunts after learning thaeast 400 deer per year were hit by vehicles withe city.

Bowhunters in Warsaw, Indiana took 20 deer duritigree week archery season in November. CouncilieffrGrose said, "We felt the
residents in that area had a legitimate argumedéttare the deer population as a nuisance."

After reports of deer killing pets, damaging prdpemnd being the cause of multiple automobile smuig, Alamosa, Colorado will allow
hunting with bows and shotguns on a city-owned goifrse until Feb. 28.

Suburbs of Des Moines, St. Louis, Cleveland andi@blus, Ohio, have also staged bow hunts or aredsrirgy doing so.

“Bowhunting is a safe and effective deer contregid U.S. Sportsmen’s Alliance President Bud Pidg&bhe anti-hunters try to pressure
many local governments to use costly, ineffectivethrads such as deer birth control, but it's the lnat that proves worthwhile.”

Moose populations continue to decline in both neafiern and northwestern Minnesota, accordingstdteeof aerial surveys
released today by the Minnesota Department of ldaResources (DNR).

In the northeast, wildlife researchers estimateetlaee 6,500 moose, down 23 percent from lasts/eatint of 8,400. The
northwest moose population numbered just 84 anirdalsn from the 2003 survey, which estimated 25&als.

"It's still too soon to predict the long-term trefiod the northeast moose population,” said Markdrepna DNR wildlife re-
searcher. "We continue to work with scientists framound the world to determine what might be capsnortality in these
moose. In the northwest, results of a recent ssudigest climate change, in combination with pathegad malnutrition
caused the decline of the moose population."

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Getting Kids Interested in Archery and Bowhunting? Start Early!
By Tony Kuehn

| don't recall how old | was when | first starteldo®ting a bow. | know | was quite young when Itfsgepped foot on an arch-
ery range. | usually played in the car or on thenjoi table with my toys while Dad and a few famiggmbers shot arrows. A
few of them shot well as there were a few archeaptties in the house from the tournaments theyd¢d. My Dad, big
brother, a sister, an uncle and my great-grandpanwl met only as an infant, they all bowhuntedn8af that archery and
bowhunting influence while growing up in my faméyvironment certainly rubbed off. Now | am passamgthat tradition to
my own kids and other youth | encounter.

It's been said that one of the reasons kids dak# up archery and bowhunting is because thecensugh competition from
other activities. As | recall as a youth forty y@ago there where a lot of other activities avédldhen too. We played foot-
ball, soccer, baseball, hockey, rode our bikespsweatched TV, etc. However, there still was saime for outdoor activi-
ties such as fishing, archery and hunting. | regaithg to about dozen archery clubs only a few bich still exist in my area.
As a person grows older and plays less footballathdr team sports requiring a lot of strength pimgsical activity (we do
usually have to work the next day), archery may edack as a more popular activity.

What | recall as a child was that archery was ngweshed” upon me like some of the other sportsviBanting was some-
thing | wanted to do with my Dad and his huntinglthes occasionally but it was also was fine ifdystd home to play with
friends. Some of that “playtime” included the noalifically incorrect game of “cowboys and Indian®uring that game,
kids with homemade bows, lances, spears and costtounk on the other kids who had plastic guns,tedshats and boots,
etc. usually in a vacant woodlot. | remember onlg occasion when someone actually shot at someibhe wow. It was
directed at his feet to make him dance. We lostesofrour bows to diligent parents after that. Safes switched to sling-
shots and crab apples which also didn’t go ovel.w&then | did get a real bow it was a hand me dénm the local bait
and general sporting goods store.

Later on as a teenager classmates and | built bmassbows, arrows and tied a lot of flies forifighas part of school pro-
jects. | also discovered bowfishing for the fiiste. We had a little bit of exposure to archergym class but the equipment
was pathetically inadequate compared to my hurgesy. In high school | discovered girls, cars aedfeol but still had time
to fish and hunt. Once out of high school team tsporetty much disappeared, as | was too busy wgri@pending my
money on dates and cars, instead of archery equipnitowever, with regular prodding from family afedv friends | grew
out of that phase.

Times today have changed, all for the bettermeardiery and bowhunting in my opinion. Archery haede its way back
into the school system through the NASP, which MBble heartedly supports; numerous studies indiaetieery is many
times safer for kids than football, baseball, swimgror other sports. Target archery at the clupgrt;ng goods superstores,
and local parks all have increased since | waslalkie equipment itself has changed drasticallymeding it a lot easier to
bring kids (even the less physically inclined) ithe sport.

Spring turkey hunters will have more opportunities
hunt and a better chance of harvesting a bird under
goals set forth in the Minnesota Department of Kty
Resources’ (DNR) long-range turkey plan, availablg
online today.

The plan establishes a goal of increasing the gprin
wild turkey population to 75,000 birds and boostihg
number of spring turkey hunting permits from 33,000
to 35,000 by 2011. Currently, there are more than
60,000 birds in 74 of the Minnesota’s 87 counties.

“We've worked closely with the National Wild Turkely
Federation in drafting this plan and believe iteetfs
the priorities of this state’s hunters,” said Biknning,

DNR farmland wildlife program leader. “Three decafle

of careful management, a successful trap and tiamtsp
program, and continuing support from hunters aed lh
National Wild Turkey Federation, have helped mak
Minnesota’s wild turkey population one of the state
premier natural resource success stories.”

Wild turkeys were successfully re-established iatlso
eastern Minnesota in 1976. Four years later, th&DN
issued 394 permits for the state’s first springivtilr-

key hunt. This year, the DNR has received approxi-
mately 52,000 applications for 34,000 available per
mits. Long term, the DNR’s goal is a turkey popialat
that exceeds 100,000 birds with 50,000 spring turke
permits available.
